3. Connect the other end of the Power Cord to a power outlet.

Connecting Ethernet

1. Connect an Ethernet cable from your computer or host
system to any port of the UniFi Switch.

2. Connect Ethernet cables from the Ethernet ports of your
devices to the other numbered ports of the UniFi Switch.

Note: The PoE settings for ports 1-48 are set to
auto-sensing PoE+ by default, so 802.3af/at devices
can be plugged in and automatically receive PoE. For
instructions on how to enable 24V passive PoE, refer
to the Configuring PoE Settings section.
